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ANTHONY BOUCHER died April 29. He had a dignity,
a graciousness, a kindness we tend to associate with a
more leisurely culture than our own; but he maintained
a concern for today’s problems and attitudes. He was a
devout Catholic, an informed opera fan, a gifted writer,
a gourmet, a just but tolerant reviewer, and, as an
editor, an innovator in his field, as well as a fighter for
artistic freedom. KPFA is the better for having known
him. Our best memorial to him will be to imitate his
variety, his acuity, and his warmth.
