Announcments

On August 29th, there will be a national pre-emption from 11am-2pm and a local pre-emption from La Onda Bajita from 2-5pm.

This meeting will be Vini Beachem’s last. He does not feel he can be an effective Chair given the personal attacks he is being subjected to. He read a letter from Indymedia that was racist and hurtful. There may be a problem with not having Vini as Chair because the Chair can’t vote. There was some discussion about rotating the Chair and of reintroducing Robert’s Rules.

Tondre Babak is sitting in for Lemlem for this meeting. 

Sepideh made a motion to use Robert’s Rules, Stan seconded the motion. Debate ensued. There was some talk of utilizing a consensus model instead, as the PC has done in the past. A vote was taken to use Robert’s Rules of Order for conducting PC business. 3 in favor, 5 opposed, 4 abstentions. The motion was overturned.

As producer, Maya agreed to 2-5pm on 8/29. The ISDN is already set up and functional in Delores Park. There was some discussion about security measures the crew should take. There was unanimous acceptance for approving the pre-empt.

10 in 10 Proposal

There will be 8 programs featuring town hall forums in battleground states and is being produced by Phil Osegueda and Ursula Rudenberg. We have a slot opening up on September 6th from 1-2pm on Mondays, which has contained Spirit in Action recently. There was a request for more information, however this is a must-carry National show. There was a question about how much time National will want to take from regular programming in the lead up to the election. Mary made a motion to air the program in the 1-2pm Monday’s time slot beginning Sept. 6th. Annie seconded the motion. Debate ensued. There was a question about the status of the Johnny Otis Show. There were many requests for additional information before making a decision about placement in the grid. A vote was taken on the Motion: 4 in favor, 6 opposed, 1 abstention. The motion was overturned. Vini will ask Phil to resubmit the proposal with more in-depth information about the program.
