VOME Investigation Report

What complicates pre-emptions is the time factor. We need to be very clear and the programmer’s need to understand that they may be pre-empted at any time. The item will go back on the agenda for next week. The interim Programming Coordinator should communicate via email, telephone messages are not effective enough. KPFA does not always run properly. The PC needs a mailbox connected to the kpfa.org website.
